“Including Human Rights in Professional Practice within Social Service Organizations in
Libya: A Theoretical Study from A Social Work Perspective - Vision Building and
Reorientation-”

The present article aimed to conduct a theoretical study to explore the nature and extent of the
included of human rights into the practice of social work as a profession based on a context that
sought to ensure the application of rights within social service organizations in the Libyan state.
To achieve this, it provided a multifaceted approach: an introduction to the field of human rights,
an overview of the levels through which human rights could be included into professional
practice and revealed the nature of the state's performance and role as the expected protector,
provider, and implementer of rights or as a violator of rights. It also clarified the vision of how
social work in Libya could evolve to gain greater importance and significance, particularly
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through the implementation and protection of rights. The analysis underscores the critical need
for enhanced including of human rights in social work practice at both the macro and micro
levels. This article emphasized the urgent need to include human rights in social work, despite
challenges such as the lack of full awareness among social workers about the benefits of
practicing human rights. The distance may have seemed far and the path difficult between
wishful thinking and realistic practice. However, this did not diminish the importance of
presenting the vision and direction. It proposed the necessity of initiating research on human
rights to develop and promote a better understanding of human rights and their inclusion into the
practice of social work within social service organizations in Libya.
